Participants can now set their activities,
record evidence and submit programmes for approval at any time, no matter where they are. The DofE

by going to the Google Play Store or Apple App Store and searching 'The Duke of Edinburgh's Award'.

This time, befors you press the
Save & Submit button you can mark it as your Assessor Report.
