In March 1994, Angela Berners-
Wilson was the first woman to be
ordained as a priest in the Church of
England. She was one of 32 women
ordained that day and recalls her long fight to
become a priest.

She was the first woman to be appointed as a bishop

by the Church of England, after its General Synod
voted in July 2014 to allow
women to become bishops.
Her consecration took place
on 26 January 2015 at York
Minster.
